Wisconsin Aviation at Watertown was discussed as well as flying 
with Corey.  A motion was made by Tom seconded and approved on a voice vote that the educational fund can 
go toward paying aviation educational options in addition to EAA Air Academy. 

· MLF Christmas Party/Dinner.  The dinner was held at Maxims Restaurant Saturday December 10th.  A good 
time was had by all in attendance.   

· Library materials were brought to Hartford Airport to Steve’s hanger.  He will set up shelving and organize the 
library items.

· Mark Lisitza brought up the topic of the Ultralight party the last Saturday night of the EAA Convention.  He 
talked about alienating and disappointing the general public by not flying on the last Saturday night of the 
convention.
